
Dress Code & Uniform Policy 2010-2011 
 
Uniforms are required.  While attending school, all students must be in uniform daily.  
Uniforms should be neat and clean, and all students should practice good hygiene.  
Parents will be contacted if a child is out of uniform, and will be required to bring the 
necessary items to school to comply with the uniform policy before students are admitted 
to class.  Students out of uniform will lose the privilege of participating in school wide 
incentives and extracurricular privileges, such as field trips, classroom parties, and other 
incentives.  Students who are habitually out of uniform may be subject to additional 
disciplinary action. Parents will be notified of days when students are not required to 
wear uniforms. 
 
Daily Uniform Dress Code 
 
The Daily Uniform Standards are as follows: 
 

Kindergarten thru Fifth Grade  
(Primary Academy): 
Knit collared polo shirt, long or short 
sleeve, in solid red or gray (gray required 
for P.E. Uniform) 

Pants in solid navy blue 

Shorts in solid navy blue (only for warmer 
weather months beginning April 1 and 
ending October 31, not to be worn with 
tights during cooler weather)   

Skort in solid navy blue or school plaid 
A60, style # 104 

Jumper in school plaid A60, style # 194 

Cardigan sweater or vest sweater in solid 
navy blue 

Socks, knee socks or tights in solid white, 
navy blue or gray 

Black, brown or navy belt 

Non-marking, closed-toe shoes in solid 
navy blue, brown or black 

for P.E. Uniform only, Non-marking, 
white athletic shoe 

 
 

Sixth Grade (Junior Academy): 
Oxford cloth button-up shirt in light blue, 
long or short sleeve 

Necktie in school plaid A60  

Pants in solid navy blue 

Shorts in solid navy blue (only for warmer 
weather months beginning April 1 and 
ending October 31, not to be worn with 
tights during cooler weather)   

Skort in school plaid A60, style # 104 

Skirt in school plaid A60, style # 143 

Cardigan sweater or vest sweater in solid 
navy blue 

Socks, knee socks or tights in solid white, 
navy blue or gray 

Black, brown or navy belt 

Non-marking, closed-toe shoes in solid 
navy blue, brown or black 

for P.E. Uniform only, Knit collared polo 
shirt, long or short sleeve, in solid gray  

for P.E. Uniform only, Non-marking, 
white athletic shoe 

 

 



No logo, designs or insignia other then The Main Street Academy is allowed on articles 
of uniform clothing. 

Pants and shorts must be worn at the waist.  Pants must be appropriately sized for the 
wearer.  A belt must be worn at all times with pants, shorts, skirts and skorts that have 
belt loops. 

All skirts and shorts must be no shorter than 3 inches from the knee. 

Students may wear jackets and coats of their parent’s choosing. 

All shirts must be tucked in at all times. 

Only short-sleeved white undershirts may be worn underneath the uniform. 

Hats, caps, hoods, scarves and bandanas may never be worn in the building. 

If a student must tug at his or her clothes to make them fit, he or she is out of uniform. 

Pierced jewelry shall be limited to the ear, should not dangle, and should be no larger 
than the size of a quarter. 

Hair accessories must be complimentary to the school uniform. 

No flip-flops are allowed. 

The final decision regarding the appropriateness of clothing, jewelry and apparel will be 
at the discretion of the school administrators. 

P. E. Uniform Dress Code 
 
The P. E. Uniform Standards are as follows for ALL grades: 

Option 1: 

Knit collared polo shirt, long or short sleeve, in solid gray  

Pants in solid navy blue 

Shorts in solid navy blue (only for warmer weather months, not to be worn with 
tights during cooler weather)   

Skort in solid navy blue (for Primary Academy only) 

Skort in school plaid A60, style # 104 

Socks, knee socks or tights in solid white, navy blue or gray 

Non-marking white athletic shoe 

Option 2: 

Mesh athletic shorts in solid navy blue (only for warmer weather months) 

Athletic pants in solid navy blue (for colder weather months) 

Athletic t-shirt in solid gray 

All of the above items in Option 2 must be purchased through J & R Clothing.  

Socks, knee socks or tights in solid white, navy blue or gray
