The First Day of School

Morning drop off is
from 7:30-7:55am. Afternoon pick up from 4:00-4:20pm. Our car line texds into residential areas, so
please watch posted speed limits and do not block driveways or intersections. Please be advised tt
you arrive after 4:20pm, your child m#ée placed in thafter school programna you will be charged

Please noteThe car line pass that is included in theleseene pack is a temporary pass. The permanent
pass will be sent home the first week of school. If you need a replacement car line pass or additio
passes for car pool, etc. there Wik a $5.00 charge for each pass.

Car Pool
